14. S&Z admits the allegations contained in Paragraph 1.14 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint. 

15. S&Z admits the allegations contained in Paragraph 1.15 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint. 

16. S&Z admits that the EEOC filed suit against S&Z on September 30, 2003. 

S&Z denies the remaining allegations contained in Paragraph 1.16 of Plaintiff's Complaint 

for lack of knowledge. 

B. UNLAWFUL EMPLOYMENT PRACTICES 

17. S&Z hereby incorporates each and every paragraph set forth above as if the 

same were fully rewritten herein. 

18. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 1.18 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint. 

19. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 1.19 of Plaintiff's

20. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 1.20 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint. 

21. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 1.21 of Plaintiff's

22. There is no Paragraph 1.22 in Plaintiff's Complaint. 
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23. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 1.23 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint. 

24. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 1.24 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint for lack of knowledge. 

25. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 1.25 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint. 

SECOND CAUSE OF ACTION-OHIO SEX/GENDER 
DISCRIMINATION. O.R.C. § 4112.99 

26. S&Z hereby incorporates each and every paragraph set forth above as if the 

same were fully rewritten herein. 

27. Paragraph 2.2 of Plaintiff's Complaint recites a matter of law to which no 

response is required by S&Z. 

28. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 2.3 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint. 

29. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 2.4 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint. 

30. S&Z denies the allegations contained in Paragraph 2.5 of Plaintiff's 

Complaint. 

31. All allegations contained in the prayer for relief are denied and each and 

every other allegation in Plaintiff's Complaint not specifically admitted herein is hereby 

denied. 

SECOND DEFENSE 

32. Plaintiff's Complaint fails to state a claim upon which relief can be granted. 
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THIRD DEFENSE 

33. Some or all of Plaintiff's claims are barred by the equitable doctrines of 

waiver, estoppel, unclean hands and laches. 

FOURTH DEFENSE 

34. Plaintiff has failed to mitigate some or all of her alleged damages. 

FIFTH DEFENSE 

35. S&Z has at all times acted in good faith and in a legitimate, non-

discriminatory manner. 

SIXTH DEFENSE 

36. Some or all of Plaintiff's claims are barred by the applicable statute of 

limitations. 

SEVENTH DEFENSE 

37. Plaintiff has not met the necessary jurisdictional prerequisites which are 

required to invoke the jurisdiction of this Court. 
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DEMAND FOR JUDGMENT 

WHEREFORE, having fully answered, S&Z requests that the Complaint be 

dismissed at Plaintiff's cost, and that it be awarded reasonable attorneys' fees and other 

such relief as this Court deems just and proper.
