Before us are the consolidated appeals from the district 
court’s final judgment in Florida v. United States, No. 3:21-cv-1066 
(N.D. Fla. Mar. 8, 2023), and the preliminary injunction order in 
Florida v. Mayorkas, No. 3:23-cv-9962 (N.D. Fla. May 16, 2023).  
While these appeals were pending, the U.S. Supreme Court de-
cided United States v. Texas, 599 U.S. 670 (2023).  We remand to the 
district court for the limited purpose of determining whether it had 
jurisdiction in light of that decision.  After the court makes a deter-
mination, it should enter an indicative order to that effect.  The 
case should then be returned, as supplemented, to this Court for 
further proceedings.
