Hollman, as the class representatives to pursue claims against Defendants on behalf of
themselves and the class for violations of Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act,
42 U.S.C. § 12131, et seq. and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act, 29 U.S.C. § 794, et
seq.; and

. The Court APPOINTS Public Justice Center, Justice in Aging, and Arnold & Porter Kaye

Scholer, LLP as class counsel pursuant to Rule 23(g) of the Federal Rules of Civil
