 Nothing in this judgment shall affect the claims of the 

supplemental amended complaints (Docs. 180, 181) relating to 

Senate Bill 249 and the new Congressional Districts 1 and 3, which 

remain pending. 

 The Court finds there is no just reason for delay, and this 

judgment is final for purposes of Federal Rule of Civil Procedure
