This matter comes before the Court on Parties’ Joint Motion to Hold Proceedings in
Abeyance (ECF No. 84 ). Upon consideration of the Parties’ Joint Motion, it is hereby
ORDERED that the Motion is GRANTED. These proceedings will be held in abeyance pending

rehearing has expired, the Parties shall submit a joint status report addressing their respective
